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BARC approved to receive $15,000 for feasibility study of the Rose Property.
Brownsville, PA. - The Community Foundation of Fayette County has approved the Brownsville Area Revitalization Corporation to receive $15,000 to conduct a usage feasibility study of the Rose Property at 320 Market Street, Brownsville, PA.  The property includes the Rose House and two outbuildings currently being renovated for use as residential rental space.  
The Rose House, an 1873 Italianate style bank, was the original location of the Monongahela National Bank.  As Brownsville developed at the turn of the century, the bank wanted to be closer to the primary economic center of the city and along the National Road.  By 1900 MNB had relocated to a row building in Brownsville’s then booming ‘neck’ district and shortly after, in 1903, Sam Rose started his transfer business using the Rose Property as his headquarters and converting the Rose House to his family’s residence.  After Mr. Rose’s death in 1971, his son, Peter Rose lived in the house.  
In April of 2010 the heirs of the Rose Estate donated the property to BARC.  This feasibility study will allow BARC to make more informed decisions regarding the adaptive reuse of the Rose House while maintaining its historical integrity according to the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties.
